	An inquiry into orientation in place and time; personal histories; homes and journeys; the discoveries, explorations and migrations of humankind; the relationships between and the interconnectedness of individuals and civilisations, from local to global perspectives.

	The Central Idea:

	Our personal histories help us understand who we are and where we have come from.

	Unit Summary:

	In this unit we will identify milestones and other significant events in our personal histories. We will discuss ways in which personal histories can be recorded and how artefacts can tell us about our family history. Family members will be invited into the classrooms to share their own personal histories. Students will formulate questions and interview family members to find out about their past. Throughout the unit children will bring in artefacts to share and they will discuss similarities and differences they have with their peers.

	Children will observe and talk about how numbers are used and represented in the world e.g. house numbers, number plates, birth dates, telephone numbers, recipe etc.
Children will explore real life addition and subtraction problems and they will learn appropriate strategies to solve these.

	Children bring in photographs of when they were younger (babies to present) and identify how they have changed.
 
Create a timeline and include key milestones and significant events in their lives.

Children bring in artifacts about their personal histories for class museum. They discuss the similarities and differences they share with others.



	Action is an important part of the curriculum where children can take the opportunity to extend their learning. This can take many forms, from a discussion initiated by your child, brining something to school from home or a request to go somewhere in the community to find out more. To support your child at home with this unit of inquiry, you may wish to:

	
Discuss milestones and when they occurred e.g. when did your child first crawl, smile, walk, talk etc. 
Watch home videos of your child when he/she was young.
Discuss your own personal histories. Share photographs and talk about how you have changed.
Discuss any significant changes or events that have happened in your lives together e.g. moved house or country, arrival of a new baby.
Together talk to other family members and friends about their personal histories.
