	During this unit students will share what they already know about exploration using a variety of thinking tools. They will reflect on their learning at the end of the unit, which will form part of their summative assessment. We will read a number of biographies about famous explores and used a variety of on line resources in order to develop student’s understanding of how exploration results in change. We will visit the Space Museum as part of our unit and will provide meaningful activities to link mathematics and literacy learning.
